  Rev 19:11  Now I saw heaven opened, and 
behold, a white horse. And He who sat on him 
was called Faithful and True, and in 
righteousness He judges and makes war.  
 
 
 
Rev 19:12  His eyes were like a flame of fire,  
 
 
 
and on His head were many crowns. He had a 
name written that no one knew except Himself.  
 
Rev 19:13  He was clothed with a robe dipped in 
blood,  
 
and His name is called The Word of God.  
 
Rev 19:14  And the armies in heaven, clothed in 
fine linen, white and clean, followed Him on 
white horses.

Psa 35:24  Vindicate me, O LORD my God, according 
to Your righteousness; And let them not rejoice over 
me.  
Psa 50:6  Let the heavens declare His righteousness, 
For God Himself is Judge.

v. 11 “in righteousness He judges and makes war. ” -  The 
Attribute of righteousness, even when He makes war! - Rev. 15:3; 
19:2 - cf. Psa. 7:8; 9:8; 35:24; 50:6; 67:4; 72:2;  96:10-13; 98:9; 
Isa. 11:4-5; 
 
v. 12  “His eyes were like a flame of fire” -    His Awareness of all 
things - cf. Rev. 1:14; 2:18, 23 (“….I am He who searches the 
minds and the hearts.”) - Cf. Jer. 17:9-10;  Hebrews 4:13 . 
Somewhat different than our Lord who walked the Galilee! 
 
v. 12 “and on His head were many crowns.” - His Authority   
(Greek: diademata, - not stephanos!)  He is in charge! – “KING 
OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS”!  - We prove it by prayer 
and being in His word! 
  
v. 13 “He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood, ”  - His Anger -
cf. Rev. 1:13  “clothed with a garment to the foot” and Isaiah 63:1-
6  
 
 
 
v. 14 “And the armies in heaven (we’ve been with Him in heaven, 
while the Tribulation has been going on!), clothed in fine linen, 
white and clean (the righteousness of the saints, redeemed by His 
blood- including OT saints?), followed Him on white horses.  - His 
Armies - cf. Rev. 7:14; 19:8 with Daniel 12:1-3; Matthew 24:29; 
25:31  
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Rev 19:15  Now out of His mouth goes a sharp 
sword,  
 
 
that with it He should strike the nations.  
 
And He Himself will rule them with a rod of iron.  
 
 
 
 
He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness 
and wrath of Almighty God.  
 
Rev 19:16  And He has on His robe and on His 
thigh a name written: KING OF KINGS AND 
LORD OF LORDS.  
 
THE TERRIBLE DESTRUCTION THAT WILL 
COME – vs. 17-21 
 
Rev 19:17  Then I saw an angel standing in the 
sun;  
 
and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the

Vs. 17-18 - THE WAR OF ARMAGEDDON 
Now we come to the end of the War of Armageddon, 
and this concludes the final battle: 
If there is one passage of Scripture which is revolting 
to read, this is it. You will notice that God included it 
at the end of His Word to remind us how revolting and 
nauseating to Him are the deeds of the flesh. Men who 
live in the flesh will have their flesh destroyed. This is 
an invitation at the end of the Battle of Armageddon to 
the carrion-eating fowl to a banquet on earth where 
they will have A-1, blue-ribbon flesh to eat—kings and 
the mighty men of the earth. My friend, it is frightful 
to rebel against God because He is going to judge you 
someday. This scene reveals the heart of man and how 
dreadful that heart really is. (McGee) 
 

 
 
 
v. 15 (“ a sharp sword” - Greek: hromphala- giant sword that 
requires both hands to use—for use in the final blow!) cf. Heb. 
4:12 - (Greek: machairan) - The NATIONS will obey Him 
completely! -  
 
v. 15  “He should strike the nations. He Strikes the nations! - Cf. 
Psalm 2:9; Isaiah 11:4; Revelation 2:27  
 
v. 15 “He Himself will rule them with a rod (the rod is used as a 
switch or whip to discipline; judgment; the staff is the one with a 
hook on the end of it- to help, to save!) of iron.”  - He shepherds 
the nations!  - Cf. 2:9-12; Rev. 2:27; 12:5 - Cf. Psalm 23:4; 1 
Corinthians 4:21  
 
v. 15 “He Himself treads the winepress of the fierceness and wrath 
of Almighty God” -  He rules the nations! - Cf. Joel 3:13; Rev 
14:14-20  
 
 
 
v. 16  “KING OF KINGS AND LORD OF LORDS”. - The Royalty 
of His Name 
 
  
 
 
 
 
v. 17  “standing in the sun” -  The Position of the angel - Cf. Joel 
2:31 - “the sun shall be turned into darkness”  
 
 
v. 17 “he cried with a loud voice” – usually associated with 
judgment.  God.  - cf. 6:10; 7:2, 10; 10:3; 14:15; 18:2  - The 
COMING of all birds to the supper of the great - The 
Proclamation to the birds  
 
v. 18  “that you may eat the flesh of ” -  The PURPOSE of this 
gathering of birds - cf. Ezek. 39:17-22  - cf. Matthew 24:27-28 
Views: 1.  Two or more events where the birds are invited; lunch 
then dinner?  Describing the slaughter of thousands/millions 
killed during the tribulation? 
2. The first invasion is wiped out; then all the other nations get in 
line against Israel. 
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 Rev 19:19  And I saw the beast, the kings 
of the earth, and their armies, gathered 
together to make war against Him who 
sat on the horse and against His army.  
 
 
Rev 19:20  Then the beast was captured, 
and with him the false prophet who 
worked signs in his presence,  
 
by which he deceived those who received 
the mark of the beast and those who  
 
worshiped his image. These two were cast 
alive into the lake of fire burning with 
brimstone.  
 
Rev 19:21  And the rest were killed with the 
sword which proceeded from the mouth of 
Him who sat on the horse. And all the 
birds were filled with their flesh.  
   
 
 
 
 

 

 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Vs. 19-21 - HELL OPENED 
Now for the very first time hell is completely opened 
up: 
And I saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and 
their armies gathered together to make war against him 
that sat upon the horse and against his army. And the 
beast (Antichrist) was taken, and with him the false 
prophet that wrought the signs in his sight, wherewith 
he deceived them that had received the mark of the 
beast and them that worshiped his image: they two were 
cast alive into the lake of fire that burns with 
brimstone; and the rest were killed with the sword of 
him that sat upon the horse, even the sword which 
came forth out of his mouth; and all the birds were 
filled with their flesh.  
What a frightful picture this is. The Beast and the 
False Prophet defy God right up to the very last. 
They dare to make war with the Son of God! Surely 
"He that sits in the heavens shall laugh" at the utter 
futility of their efforts. It is preposterous that there is 
such a rebellion of man against God. The outcome is 
inevitable. The two arch-rebels and tyrants, the 
Antichrist and the False Prophet, have the 
questionable distinction of being the first two who are 
cast into hell. Even the Devil hasn't been put there 
yet. (McGee)

CONFLICT of the tribulation - Cf. 2 Thessalonians 1:7-10 - cf. 
Rev. 16:14-16  (this is not Ez. 39, but the final battle of 
Armageddon); 17;14 – the final cleanup when all nations come 
against Israel. 
 
v. 20  ‘Then the beast was captured”-  The CAPTURE of the beast 
and false prophet  
 
 
 
v. 20  “by which he deceived those -  The Reason for the capture is 
implied – for their deception – Rev. 20:10 
 
 
v. 20  “These two were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with 
brimstone. -  The Result is a dramatic reminder to all unbelievers 
of their final destiny.  The two leaders were thrown into the lake 
of fire!!!   
 
v .21  “the rest were killed with the sword which proceeded from the 
mouth of Him who sat on the horse. And all the birds were filled 
with their flesh.” -  The CONSEQUENCE which the nations will 
face.  The Lamb will emerge victoriously and put His feet down 
on the Mount of Olives!
