God’s	faithfulness;		His	greatness;	His	presence;		His	desire	to	meet	us	
1.	Biblical	Dedication		
MOSES-	In	Exodus,	God	said,	Chapter	25	
Exo 25:8  And let them make Me a sanctuary, that I may dwell 
among them .  [9] According to all that I show you, that is, the 
pattern of the tabernacle and the pattern of all its furnishings, just 
so you shall make it. 
 
Òas the Lord commanded MosesÓ (9 times)  At the conclusion of 
the finished items and the assembling of the complete tabernacle  
!
Exo 40:33  And he raised up the court all around the tabernacle and 
the altar, and hung up the screen of the court gate. So Moses 
finished the work.  [34] Then  the cloud covered the tabernacle 
of meeting, and the glory of the LORD filled the tabernacle.  
 
So God, confirming His presence with them!  
 
DAVID Ð fast forward 400 -500 years.  
2Sa 7:2  that the king said to Nathan the prophet, " See now, I 
dwell in a house of cedar, but the ark of God dwells inside 
tent curtains."  
2Sa 7:3  Then Nathan said to the king, " Go, do all that is in your 
heart, for the LORD is with you."  
God speaks to Nathan Ð tell David bad news/good news.  
I will have his son build a temple for Me. 
I will build David a house of which his seed will sit on the throne 
and rule forever! 
	 	
SOLOMON	-	So	the	dedication	began	with	Solomon	(1	Kings	8-9;	2	



Chron.	5-7)	
Really	began	with	David	-	In	his	heart	to	build	a	Beautiful	house	for	the	
Lord.		Lord	said	no	David's	hands	are	bloody,	but	I	will	build	him	a	
house.	But	David	Gathered	materials.		He	designed	it.		He	got	the	
money	for	it.	
Then	Solomon	his	son	was	promised	to	build	
So	now	we	have	Solomon	taking	7	years	in	building.		When	the	temple	
was	completed,	they	brought	the	ark	into	the	temple	
Then	2Ch 5:11  And it came to pass when the priests came out of 
the Most Holy Place (for all the priests who were present had 
sanctified themselves, without keeping to their divisions),  
2Ch 5:12  and the Levites who were the singers, all ÉÉtheir sons 
and their brethren, stood at the east end of the altar, clothed in 
white linen, having cymbals, stringed instruments and harps, and 
with them one hundr ed and twenty priests sounding with 
trumpetsÑ  
2Ch 5:13  indeed it came to pass, when the trumpeters and singers 
were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and 
thanking the LORD, and when they lifted up their voice with the 
trumpets and cymbals and instruments of music, and praised the 
LORD, saying: "For He is good, For His mercy endures forever," 
that the house, the house of the LORD, was filled with a cloud,  
2Ch 5:14  so that the priests could not continue ministering 
because of the cloud; for the glory of the LORD filled the 
house of God.  
 
So here again, we have God demonstrating His presence to 
His people!  
 
	Then	Solomon	spoke	to	the	people:	
2	Chron.	6:4-11 And he said: "Blessed be the LORD God of Israel, 
who has fulfilled with His hands what He spoke with His mouth to 
my father David, É.. 2Ch 6:6  Yet I have chosen Jerusalem, that My 



name may be there, and I have chosen David to be over My 
people Israel.'  
2Ch 6:7  Now it was in the heart of my fa ther David to build a 
temple for the name of the LORD God of Israel. 
2Ch 6:8  But the LORD said to my father David, 'Whereas it was in 
your heart to build a temple for My name, you did well in that it 
was in your heart. 
2Ch 6:9  Nevertheless you shall not build the temple, but your son 
who will come from your body, he shall build the temple for My 
name.' 
2Ch 6:10  So the LORD has fulfilled His word which He spoke, and 
I have filled the position of my father David, and sit on the throne 
of Israel, as the LORD promised; and I have built the temple for 
the name of the LORD God of Israel. 
 
SolomonÕs Prayer of Dedication (2 Chron. 6:14 -42) 
2Ch 6:14  and he said: "LORD God of Israel, there is no God in 
heaven or on earth like You, who keep Your covenant and mercy 
with Your servants who walk before You with all their hearts.  ( 
how about you?  how about me?  Are we walking before the 
Lords with all our hearts?) 
2Ch 6:15  You have kept what You promised Your servant David 
my father; You have both spoken with Your mouth and fulfilled it 
with Your hand, as it is this day. 
2Ch 6:16  Therefore, LORD God of Israel, now keep what You 
promised Your servant David my father, saying,  'You shall not fail 
to have a man sit before Me on the throne of Israel, only if your 
sons take heed to their way, that they walk in My law as you have 
walked before Me.'  
2Ch 6:17  And now, O LORD God of Israel, let Your word come 
true, which You have spoken to Your servant David. 
 
So we the faithfulness of God in keeping HIs promises!.  Now 



notice the Greatness of God!  
 
2Ch 6:18  "But will God indeed dwell with men on the earth? 
Behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens cannot contain You. 
How much less th is temple which I have built!  
2Ch 6:19  Yet regard the prayer of Your servant and his 
supplication, O LORD my God, and listen to the cry and the 
prayer which Your servant is praying before You:  
2Ch 6:20  that Your eyes may be open toward this temple day 
and night,  toward the place where You said You would put Your 
name, that You may hear the prayer which Your servant makes 
toward this place.  
2Ch 6:21  And may You hear the supplications of Your servant and 
of Your people Israel, when they pray toward this place. Hear 
from heaven Your dwelling place, and when You hear,  
forgive.  
 
Now SolomonÕs prayer shifts from asking God to bless the 
temple to asking God to forgive the people.  Solomon lists seven 
situations in which only GodÕs intervention would avert either 
individual or national.  
 
Vs.	22-23	when	anyone	sins;	then	hear	in	heaven	and	act	and	judge	
Vs.	24-25	when	you	are	defeated	before	an	enemy	because	you	have	
sinned;	then	hear	in	heaven	and	forgive	
Vs.	26-27	when	a	drought	because	you	have	sinned;		then	hear	in	
heaven	and	forgive,	that	You	should	teach	us	the	good	way	to	walk	and	
send	rain		
Vs.	28-30	when	there	is	a	famine	or	a	plague	or	whatever	prayer,	
whatever	supplication	made	,	by	anyone,	when	each	knows	the	plague	
of	his	own	heart,	spread	his	hands	toward	this	temple;	if	they	call	on	
You,	then	hear	in	heaven,	Your	dwelling	place	and	forgive	and	act	
Vs.	32-33		when	a	foreigner	comes	and	prays;	then	hear	in	heaven	and	



do	according	to	what	he	calls	on	You	that	all	peoples	may	know	Your	
name	and	fear	You,	that	they	may	know	that	this	temple	which	I	have	
built	is	called	by	Your	name	
Vs.	34-35		When	your	people	go	out	to	battle,	when	they	pray	toward	
the	city	and	the	temple	that	I	havebuilt,	then	hear	their	prayer	and	
maintain	their	cause.	
Vs.	36-39	when	they	sin	and	are	taken	captive,	and	repent	and	make	
supplication	in	the	land	of	captivity	and	when	they	return	with	all	their	
heart	and	soul	and	repent	and	pray	to	You		(Daniel	chapter	9	–	opend	
his	windows	toward	Jerusalem);	then	hear	in	heaven	their	prayers	and	
their	supplications		and	maintain	their	cause!.		And	forgive	them,	Your	
people	who	have	sinned:	and	grant	them	compassion		
2Ch 6:41  "Now therefore, Arise, O LORD God, to Your resting 
place, You and the ark of Your strength. Let Your priests, O 
LORD God, be clothed with salvation, And let Your saints rejoice 
in goodness. 
2Ch 6:42  "O LORD God, do not turn away the face of Your 
Anointed; Remember the mercies of Your servant David."  
 
Solomon's Benediction (1 Kings 8:56)  
1Ki 8:54  And so it was, when Solomon had finished praying all this 
prayer and supplication to the LORD, that he aro se from before 
the altar of the LORD, from kneeling on his knees with his hands 
spread up to heaven. 
1Ki 8:55  Then he stood and blessed all the assembly of Israel with 
a loud voice, saying: 
 
1Ki 8:56  "Blessed be the LORD,  who has given rest to His 
people Israel, according to all that He promised. There has 
not failed one word of all His good promise, which He 
promised through His servant Moses  
 
Oh the faithfulness of God!  How aware are we of His faithfulness 



in our lives?  How thankful are we?  How thankful are you? Am I?  
 
Fire from Heaven (2 Chron. 7:1 -3) 
2Ch 7:1  When Solomon had finished praying, fire came down 
from heaven and consumed the burnt offering and the 
sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the temple . 
2Ch 7:2  And the priests could not enter the house of the LORD, 
because the glory of the LORD had filled the LORD's house.  
2Ch 7:3  When all the children of Israel saw how the fire came 
down, and the glory of the LORD on the temple, they bowed their 
faces to the ground on the pavement, and worshiped and 
praised the LORD, saying: "For He is good, For His mercy 
endures forever." 	
 
Solomon Dedicates the Temple (2 Chron. 7:4 -10) 
The Dedication of the Temple  
2Ch 7:4  Then the king and all the people offered sacrifices before 
the LORD. 
2Ch 7:5  King Solomon offered a sacrifice of twenty-two thousand 
bulls and one hundred and twenty thousand sheep . So the king 
and all the people dedicated  the house of God. 
2Ch 7:6  And the priests attended to their serv ices; the Levites also 
with instruments of the music of the LORD, which King David had 
made to praise the LORD, saying, "For His mercy endures  
forever,"  whenever David offered praise by their ministry. The 
priests sounded trumpets opposite them, while all Israel stood. 
2Ch 7:7  Furthermore Solomon consecrated the middle of the court 
that was in front of the house of the LORD; for there he offered 
burnt offerings and the fat of the peace offerings, because the 
bronze altar which Solomon had made was not able to receive 
the burnt offerings, the grain offerings, and the fat.  
2Ch 7:8  At that time Solomon kept the feast seven days, and all 
Israel with him, a very great assembly from the entrance of 



Hamath to the Brook of Egypt.  
2Ch 7:9  And on the eighth day they held a sacred assembly, for 
they observed the dedication of the altar seven days, and  the 
feast seven days. 
2Ch 7:10  On the twenty-third day of the seventh month he sent 
the people away to their tents, joyful and glad of heart for the 
good that the LORD had done for David, for Solomon, and for 
His people Israel. 
 
If My People Pray (2 Chron. 7:11 -16) 
Ceremony	over.	Sacrifices	over,	temple	filled	w	glory	cloud	
People	filled	with	marvel!!!	
But	special	times.		Drawn	so	close,	but	now	so	quiet.		Orchestras,	
choirs,	silence!	But	now	it's	over.		Solomon	retires,	was	noisy	but	now	
quiet…	
Those	wonderful	moments	manifested	times	of	being	so	close	to	the	
Lord,	worshipping	w	others.	
Now	quiet	time!!	Oh	how	special!		But	beware	of	valleys	after	the	
mountaintop	experiences!	
In	quietness	God	so	often	has	an	opportunity	to	speak	to	us.		Are	you	
spending	quiet	time	with	the	Lord?		How	is	your	quite	time	with	Him?		
He	tells	us	to	“be	still	and	know	that	I	am	God”!	
Now	lying	in	bed.			Sort	of	a	let	down			But	now	quiet.		Probably	
reflecting	over	the	past	week.		In	wonder	of	God’s	presence!	
 
2Ch 7:12  Then the LORD appeared to Solomon by night, and said 
to him: " I have heard your prayer, and have chosen this place for 
Myself as a house of sacrifice. 
2Ch 7:13  When I shut up heaven and there is no rain, or command 
the locusts to devour the land, or send pestilence among My 
people, 
2Ch 7:14  if My people who are called by My name will humble 
themselves, and pray and seek My face, and turn from their 



wicked ways, then I will hear from h eaven, and will forgive 
their sin and heal their land.  
 
Notice the conditions here:   
If My people will humble themselves;  
If My people will pray;  
If My people will seek My face;  
If My people will turn from their wicked ways;  
 
Then,  
I will hear from heaven and  
will forgive their sin and  
heal their land.  
 
2Ch 7:15  Now My eyes will be open  and My ears attentive to 
prayer made in this place. 
2Ch 7:16  For now I have chosen and sanctified this house , that My 
name may be there forever; and My eyes and My heart will be 
there perpetually.
