Psalm 150 is sort of the climax or the culmination of it all!  It just sort of brings the whole of the Psalms 

together.  It is a short, little Psalm, but really it encompasses so much!   It tells us where to praise Him; why 

we are to praise Him; how we are to praise Him; and who is to praise Him!  One final blast of pure, praise 

the  LORD!! 

 

PSALM 150 - Let Everything Praise the Lord! – Hallelujah again! 

Psa 150:1  Praise the LORD!  Praise God in His sanctuary;  Praise Him in His mighty firmament!  

• Praise the LORD.  Where?  Here on the earth!  Praise God in His sanctuary!  Here in the 

sanctuary of God, we are to praise the Lord. 

• Praise Him in His mighty firmament!  In His heavenly temple.  That is where the angels are 

singing!  Throughout the infinite spatial extent of His creation!  Everywhere in heaven and on 

earth!  

Psa 150:2  Praise Him for His mighty acts; Praise Him according to His excellent greatness!  

• Why should we praise Him?  Why shall we praise Him?  Praise Him for His mighty acts; Praise 

Him according to His excellent greatness!.  So, praising Him in the sanctuary, praising Him for 

His mighty acts.  Praising Him according to greatness or the excellency of His greatness!  Has He 

done something excellently, great for you, recently?   

Psa 150:3  Praise Him with the sound of the trumpet; Praise Him with the lute and harp!  

• What are we to praise Him with?  Praise Him with the sound of the trumpet:  Trumpets were used 

to a great extent in the temple worship.  A thousand trumpets blaring out during the dedication of 

the temple in the time of Solomon.  It must have been glorious!   

• Praise Him with the psaltery and harp.  The musical instruments of those days used in Israel’s 

worship were wind, stringed and percussion instruments!   

Psa 150:4  Praise Him with the timbrel and dance; Praise Him with stringed instruments and flutes!  

• Praise him with the timbrel (The tambourine type of instrument, one of eight different mentioned 

here!) and dance;  Praise Him with stringed instruments and flutes, which are musical 

instruments made of pipes. 

Psa 150:5  Praise Him with loud cymbals; Praise Him with clashing cymbals!  

• How are we to praise Him?  Praise Him with the loud cymbals;  Praise Him with clashing 

cymbals.”  Let the clash of the loudest music be the Lord's' let the joyful clang of the loftiest notes 

be all for Him.  Praise has beaten the timbrel, swept the harp, and sounded the trumpet, and now 
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for a last effort, awakening the most heavy sleepers or slumberous, and startling the most 

indifferent.  Clash together the cymbals of brass, and with sounds both loud and high proclaims 

the glories of the Lord.  Anything and everything that makes noise, play that to the LORD, for He 

is deserving of all of it!  

Psa 150:6  Let everything that has breath (ruach – Spirit) praise the LORD. Praise the LORD!   

• Who is to praise Him?  Let everything that has breath praise the LORD.  Everything, every person 

Praise  the LORD.  So, he calls us to praise God.  If you are breathing, praise Him in the 

sanctuary!  Praise Him in the firmament of His power!  Praise Him with the dance.  Praise Him 

with the instrument!  Praise with your voices!  Let everything that has breath, praise the Lord!   

• Praise the Lord.” Once more, Hallelujah! Thus is the Psalm rounded with the note of praise; and 

thus is the Book of Psalms ended by a glowing word of adoration.  Will, you at this moment 

pause a while and worship the Lord your God?  Hallelujah!

• From our hearts, let us give thanks unto God.  Let us lift our hearts in praise to Him.  Praise 

Him for His mighty acts!  Praise Him according to His excellent greatness!  Praise Him for His 

love!  Praise Him for His grace that He has bestowed upon us!  Praise Him for His mercy that 

endures forever!  Praise Him that He has chosen us and called us that we should be His disciples.

Praise Him 

for His lovingkindness, for His patience, for His longsuffering!  Let everything that has breath, 

praise the Lord!
